are a gift from Hashem and bring happiness and joy into our hearts.”

1. Yom Kippur.

In English it's called the Day of Atonement.

And there's something interesting about that word: Atonement.

... Break it up, and it reads 'At-one-ment'.

Which is more than just a cute play on words. It's what Yom Kippur is all about.
A day of becoming at-one. Of reconnecting.

First of all, reconnecting with G-d.

Because over the course of the year, we may have done a little too much of what we want.
... And not enough of what He wants.

Yom Kippur is the time to try to change that.

... And Yom Kippur is also about reconnecting with others.

Doing whatever we can to right the wrongs we've done.

And allowing others to right the wrongs they've done to us.

By not being cruel and unforgiving.

... And ultimately, Yom Kippur is about getting back in touch with ourselves.

And often, we seem to identify a little too strongly with the physical part of us.
And not enough with the spiritual. The soul.

... Like when we tend to be a little too self centered.

Or a little too materialistic.

... And we forget that there's a whole other part of us.

Growth.

And G-d.



... Yom Kippur is also the time to get back in touch with that part of us.
Becoming at one with G-d. With our fellow human beings. And with ourselves.

» Think of a teenager who rebels. Rejects his parent’s values.

And runs away from home.

Years go by. He makes no contact with the family.

... But the mother?

She doesn't forget.
